3 Important Keys from a Special Education Teacher for
parents of Speical Education students

?Attend meetings
f [EP and 504 meetings are EXTREMELY important for parents

and students to attend. The meetings are where
accommodationg, modifications, and daily procedures are
discussed and decided upon. If you cannot attend in person,
meetings can be done virtually or on the phone.

Speak Up In Meetings

Meetings are an opportunity for parents and students to
gpeak up and let their feelings and opiniong be heard. Never
be afraid to voice your opinions.

Communicate with Cage Manager Often

Your child's cage manager is your point person at school for
any concerns or issues you have regarding services. NEVER
hegitate to contact them- the earlier the better!

Did you know?

Special education services extend beyond high school.
o Astudent's IEP and 504 can follow the student
to college so they can have their
accommodations at the collegiate level. Be sure
to discuss this with your high school coungelor.

@ The student can receive accommodationg on the
PSAT, ACT, and SAT.
o Make sure to bring thig up in [EP meetings ag
early as possible, as there are guidelines and
deadlineg that have to be met.

@ Parents can request testing for their child if they
feel gpecial education gervices are needed.
o Many parents think that only the teachers can
suggest services but parents can start the
process as well.
